Delia Group of Schools

Inter-school Mathematics Competition 2009– 2010
Aims: To enhance students’ interest in mathematics and problem solving skills through tackling various mathematical problems. To promote team spirit and cooperation among students.

1. Date: 
28th  November, 2009
2. Time:

3.   Venue:

4. Team Formation:

Each school may enter at most 4 teams at each of the S.1, S.2, S.3 and S.4 levels respectively.

5. Team Members:

Each team should comprise 4 to 6 students who are studying at the same form in the current school year. 

6. Question types and coverage:

Question types will be similar to those in “Hong Kong Mathematics Olympiad (HKMO)”. The questions will cover algebra, geometry, number theory and combinatory. Questions coverage will be different according to different levels. Problem solving and thinking skills plays a more important role than subject knowledge in this competition.

7. Rules
· The competition is divided into two parts, namely the Individual Event and Group Event.

· For each of the Individual Event and Group Event, a group may choose any 4 members to take part in the competition

· Participants should bring their student cards and wear proper school uniform. They should arrive at the venue at 9:15 a.m.  Late-comers will be penalized by deducting 10% from the total scores; absentees or participants arriving after the competition has started will be disqualified.
· Verbal instructions will be given in Cantonese and the questions papers will have both English and Chinese versions.

· No calculating devices, such as calculators and four-figured tables, are allowed.   Disqualification may be applied if a team is found breaching the rule.
· Unless specified in the question papers or otherwise, all answers should be numerical and be reduced to the simplest form. No proof or working steps are required.
· All participants should bring along with their own stationery, e.g. ball pen. 

7.1
First Session: Individual Events
· There are 4 levels including S.1, S.2, S.3 and S.4 respectively. Each school may select 4 members from a team of the respective level to participate.

· Each participant is required to tackle 10 mathematical problems in 40 minutes.

· Scoring system:

i. For each correct answer, 1 mark will be awarded and there is no penalty for wrong answers. For each level, there are 10 problems and hence the total mark is 10.

ii. In the Individual Events, the highest score of a team is 40.

7.2
Second Session: Group Events
· There are 4 levels including S.1, S.2, S.3 and S.4 respectively. Each school may select 4 members from a team of the respective level to participate.

· Each team is required to tackle 10 mathematical problems in 20 minutes.

· During the group competition, team members are allowed to have discussions on the problems but they must keep their noise at a minimum level.

· Scoring system:

i.
For each correct answer, 4 marks will be awarded and there is no penalty for wrong answers. For each level, there are 10 problems and hence the total mark is 40.

ii.
In the Group Events, the highest score of a team is 40.

8. Awards

The team with the highest total score, which is the sum of scores from the Individual Event and Group Event, becomes the champion of that level.

Awards include the champion, 1st Runner-up and 2nd Runner-up. 3 awards in total will be given. If there are two champions, there will be one 2nd Runner-up only.
9. Judges

Each participate branch school should assign 2 teachers to serve as judges.

Remark 1: Judges should report to the General office of Delia Memorial School (Matteo Ricci) at 9:15am on the day of competition. Teachers leading the school teams can also serve as judges.
Remark 2: After the competition, judges of all branches of schools are invited to join the competition review meeting.
10. Entry
