Contestants:

Each school should send THREE contestants for each division.  Each school can also send one reserved contestant in the case that one of the contestants is absent.

The reserved contestant can also go to the competition room to watch the performance of their schoolmates.  But he or she cannot give any help to them.

3.
The name list of the contestants, together with the name list of adjudicators, should reach Broadway Branch on or before 23rd October, 2009.

Contestants should report to Broadway Branch as indicated in the table below.  Late arrival will result in 5% mark deduction from the total marks.

Any contestant(s) of individual division being late 20 minutes or more than the reporting time will be disqualified.

Contestants must wear school uniform and bring along their student ID cards.

3.
Contestants will be given forty five minutes to read the topic and information of a social issue and write a report.  Only the performance of the presentation will be judged. The written report will not be judged.  Contestants can rehearse in the preparation room within the forty five minutes.


4.
Contestants cannot use any other reference other than the one supplied for them.


5.
Contestants can refer to the written work they wrote when presenting.  No other visual aids such as PowerPoint, OHP, and cardboards, etc. can be used.


6.
Length of the presentation:

	Divisions 4 - 5
	6 minutes

	Divisions 6 - 7
	8 minutes



7.
Any presentation more than the length of the presentation time will receive a 5% mark deduction from the total marks for each minute (even within one minute).  If the presentation is three minutes more than the length of the presentation time, the adjudicator may press the bell and stop the presentation.

Contestants who fail to comply with the above rules will be disqualified.
