	4.2 Number of teams:
	Each school can only nominate one team for each level.

	4.4 Adjudication criteria:
	1. Interpretation of the theme

	4.5 Rules:
	1. Indecent, insulting or violent content is prohibited.

	
	2. The animation must be at least ONE minute but not exceed TWO minutes in length. If the animation is over the limit, only two-minute contents will be played.

	
	3. The entry should be submitted on VCD or DVD.

4. Each entry must be an original work and has not participated in any competitions before.
5. The entry should be in either swf or flv format and its resolution is at least 640 x 480, and the original fla file should be handed in as well.
6. Contestants can use Cantonese, Putonghua or English in voice-over narration. Other formats of animation, computer-generated media presentations or movie clips can also be used.  Students who choose to appear in the production are also welcomed.
7. All entries must comply with Copyright Law.  Please visit http://www.ipd.gov.hk/eng/intellectual_property/copyright/edu_guide.pdf for details.
8. All entries must be submitted with a completed entry form (Appendix 1), video and THREE digital photos showing how the contestants getting involved in the animation production on or before 2nd December 2009 (Wednesday).
9. Contestants need not attend the adjudication.  However, the host school welcomes the contestants to attend if they want.  Contestants need to wear school uniform and be supervised by a teacher.


	4.6 Scoring method
	1. The entry of each branch will be played twice and the broadcast order will be drawn on that day. Adjudicators will base on the adjudication criteria to give out the marks.

2. Marks of each adjudicator will be converted into ranks, then give out the scores, details of the scale are shown as below:

3. Adjudicator will sum up the total scores of each entry and arrange all entries in proper order. Based on the order, the first entry will compare with the second entry to award for champion or first runner-up; the third entry and the fourth entry will compare together to award for second runner-up. To ensure fair adjudication, only four adjudicators will be asked to mark these two entries (the adjudicators will not be asked to mark their own school). The entry will be awarded if more adjudicators mark it to be the better one. If the votes are the same, the higher original total marks and the order will be the winner.


	4.7 Awards:
	Three prizes (Champion, First and Second Runners-up) will be awarded for both Junior Level and Senior Level. 



	4.8 Adjudicators:
	Each branch school should appoint 1 teacher to serve as an adjudicator for the competition. They should report to Hall, Delia Memorial School (Glee Path) at 10 a.m. on 12th December 2009.

 

	4.9 Results:
	The host school will compile the scores given by all adjudicators and announce the results immediately after the competition.



	4.10 Remarks:
	The host school will not return video production entries.
